Standard Compliance

Standard Compliance requires covered 
fleets to acquire a certain percentage 
of AFVs each year based on the num-
ber of light-duty vehicles acquired.

Alternative Compliance

Alternative Compliance allows 
covered fleets to seek a waiver from 
the AFV-acquisition requirements 
of Standard Compliance and instead 
implement petroleum-reduction mea-
sures.

The U.S. Department of Energy (DOE) established the Alternative Fuel Transportation Program (the Program) and 
associated regulatory requirements for certain state and alternative fuel provider fleets according to the Energy 
Policy Act (EPAct) of 1992, as amended. Annually, covered fleets under the Program must either acquire a specific 
percentage of alternative fuel vehicles (AFVs)—called Standard Compliance—or reduce their petroleum consumption—
called Alternative Compliance. This flyer answers some basic compliance questions and summarizes publicly available 
resources.
